Key Highlights

Some key highlights
from the omnibus
include...

For the first time since the election, the BC Conservatives hold a narrow lead over the declining NDP. Among decided voters,
45% say they would vote for the Conservative Party of BC if an election were held tomorrow compared with 41% for the BC NDP, a 7-
point drop since the NDP's peak popularity last October, and a 7-point increase in the same time period with the Conservatives.

Housing affordability remains the top issue, while the economy has increased in importance. Although it is still the most
important issue (31%), concerns about housing prices/affordability have dissipated with now declining housing prices, health care
remains top of list as well but unchanged at 29% and the economy has ratcheted up several points to now be a contender in the top
3 at 24%. What is more interesting is the fact that Conservative voters are far more likely to mention the economy, deficits, taxes and
crime/public safety as issues while NDP voters are more concerned about housing costs and healthcare.

Awareness of the BC Conservative leadership change is relatively high, but familiarity with Kerry-Lynne Findlay is limited.
Seventy-two percent of BC residents say they had heard that the BC Conservative Party selected a new leader, but only 49% who
knew who won at the time of the poll two days later. Despite her long political career, only 26% say they are very or somewhat
familiar with her, 28% have heard the name only and 43% say they had never heard of her before the survey.

Impressions of Kerry-Lynne Findlay are still developing for many residents. Even with low awareness and familiarity impressions,
voters are divided in their impressions of Findlay, with 17% of BC residents having a favourable impression of her, while 22% have an
unfavourable impression. Another 23% are neutral, and it's not surprising to see that 38% say they are not sure or do not know
enough about her to form an impression. It's somewhat concerning that only 40% of Conservative voters have favourable
impressions of her, and not surprising that 42% of NDP voters have an unfavourable impression.

Despite the lack of familiarity with her leadership, Findlay has a significant net effect on BC Conservative vote consideration.
Among voters in general, 18% say Findlay becoming leader makes them more likely to consider voting for the BC Conservatives,
while 19% say it makes them less likely. What is more significant is the fact that 9% of current NDP voters say they would be

more likely to vote Conservative and a further 10% indicate they might consider switching their vote.

BC Conservative vote consideration appears more party-driven than leader-driven. Thirty-four percent say they would vote BC

include... Conservative, including 27% who say they would do so mainly because of the party regardless of the leader and 7% mainly because
of Kerry-Lynne Findlay. Another 10% say they might vote BC Conservative but Findlay makes them less comfortable, while 34% say
they would not vote BC Conservative regardless of the leader.

Compared with the previous BC Conservative leadership, views of Findlay’s impact on party appeal are mixed. Twenty-two
percent say Findlay makes the BC Conservatives more appealing, while 18% say she makes the party less appealing. One-third say
the party is about the same, and 26% are not sure.

David Eby and Kerry-Lynne Findlay are close on preferred premier. When asked which current provincial party leader they would
most prefer as Premier of British Columbia, 30% choose David Eby, 27% choose Kerry-Lynne Findlay, and 6% choose Emily Lowan.
Thirteen percent say none of them, and 19% are not sure.
